2012-2013 Service Project Ideas

Northern District
· Alpha Delta sponsors “Books for Children,” which provides lower-reading level books for first grade children at Hernando Elementary School. Each member donates two books.

· Alpha Iota sponsors “Two-Can Read,” with a toucan logo, in a partnership with the WPHS Child Development class, the local library, and Excel by 5.  The project puts books into the hands of preschool children and parents to read and keep at home.  Children give back to the program by filling a small jug with coins which can be traded each time for another book. 

· Alpha Kappa partnered with students from Millsap’s Teacher Academy to collect and deliver school supplies to East Webster High School after their school was destroyed in the tornado.  Members donated supplies and students in the Millsap's Teacher Academy packaged supplies for delivery.

· Alpha Psi supports Ripley Middle School’s After-School Art Program (ASAP) begun by DKG member and art teacher Jo Cousar.   She and National Art Honor Society members sponsor art lessons for 17 middle school students.  Program has mentored 50 students and is in its third year.
